• Not duplicate existing services or activities

• Not be for anything statutory

• Meeting the Community Regeneration Outputs

Who can apply

Community Organisations (play group committees, Parish Pride Committees etc).

Voluntary Organisations.

Groups of people with the same interest/social enterprise.

Town & Parish Councils

Individuals can apply for but for specific actions that will benefit the community (see information leaflet for further details)

Applicants from membership based clubs or societies must be able to provide evidence that their membership is accessible to all

Any restrictions The maximum grant is £2,000 or 50% whichever is the lesser

This grant will not fund projects that have received funding for the same activity. Also, we cannot fund projects that promote political or religious activities.
